Legion Size:  The Black Library novel Iron Hands mentions the number and types of Titans in a Titan Legion.  The newly built legion, which had supposedly not suffered any battlefield casualties consisted of:

1 Imperator
40 Warlords

24 Reavers

16 Warhounds

Based on that, speculative Demi-Legio would be 0-1/20/12/8; Quarto-Legio 0-1/10/6/4.
